An industry poll of over 2000 UK adults commissioned by the ATA scheme revealed that
most people have no idea how to check whether their technician was up to the job, with
eight out of ten people admitting they think it is difficult to tell a good technician from a bad
one.

technicians would improve the reputation of the motor repair industry.

The poll also had some interesting insights on what the public
considered important when choosing where to have their car
serviced or repaired. Not surprisingly, over 80% of people
polled thought price was an important consideration. However,
about the same number also thought it was important to select

a company that employed professionally accredited individuals.

The poll shows that there is a consumer demand for the clear
identification of competent technicians,” explained Simon
Bennett, PR Executive at the IMI. “With nearly 24,000 holding
accredited status, if you employ an ATA registered individual
then its worth shouting about. Customers can then relax, safe
in the knowledge that they are in good hands”.

IMI unveils new
management
accreditation
scheme

Automotive Management Accreditation (AMA) will work on a
similar basis to ATA but is the first accreditation model designed
to address managerial needs specific to the sector. Less than
18% of managers within the automotive retail industry have
gained a level 4 qualification or assessed training programme
compared to an average of 45% in all other sectors.

With the sector facing some very real challenges in the next
decade, development of strategic and operational management
skills is vital.
